The last time we were able to host this great 
interactive event for prospective students at 
BTC was over three years ago. 

The Outreach Team was able to pull together 
an extremely successful event. Students were 
able to choose hands-on experiences from 
18 different BTC programs, allowing them 
to make authentic connections with our 
awesome students, staff, and faculty, and 
get hands-on experience in highly technical 
fields. 

Large onsite recruitment activities have a 
substantial impact on students who have yet 
to decide their future after high school, not 
only to introduce them to the opportunities 
we can offer, but also to help reduce fears they 
may have about entering higher education. 
Transitions for many high school students 
are a time of uncertainty and often fear of 
the future. Events like Try-a-Trade are an 
opportunity to introduce prospective students 
to the first-rate education and support they 
will receive and to build connections to help 
those students take the leap into a college 
program. Something as simple as meeting a 
faculty, fellow student, or someone from the 
outreach team can make a lasting impression 
and impact their future decisions.

Great job to all who were a part of Try-a-Trade.
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Outreach and Navigation were thrilled 
with the turn out for this year’s Try-a-
Trade and would like to give a special 
shout out to our volunteers, especially 
the TRIO Ambassadors who were there 
to help all day and served lunch.

It was a full house with 280 students 
in attendance across 16 schools from 
Whatcom, Skagit, and Island Counties.

We couldn’t have done it without 
the support of Auto Collision Repair 
Technology, Automotive Technology, 
Diesel Technology, Electrician, HVAC-R, 
Industrial Maintenance & Mechatronics, 
Machining, Process Technology, Welding 
& Fabrication, Nursing, Dental, Radiologic Technology, Surgery Technology, 
Veterinary Technician, Culinary Arts, Fisheries and Aquaculture, IT, Composites 
Engineering, and Geomatics/Civil Engineering.

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The Diversity Equity and Inclusion (DEI) Office is happy to share the work 
we are doing, in partnership with you, as we strive to make BTC a more 
equitable and inclusive community!

DEI professional development training continues!  Module 2 of the 
Employee DEI training was offered as a plenary session at the Everybody 
In-Service. BTC employees are expected to complete at least Modules 1 and 
2 of the DEI training program, in accordance with WA SB 5227. Participation 
will count toward the Employee DEI Certificate, which requires Modules 
1-3 and attendance at two other optional DEI hosted/approved events, for 
a total of five trainings to be completed between Fall-Summer Quarter of 
the same academic year.

In honor of Women’s History Month, DEI hosted an event open to the 
whole campus community and to the public discussing Women’s Equity in 
2023, featuring a panel of speakers who are leaders in their respective fields 
of automotive, electrical, agriculture and in higher education. There were 
about 75 attendees, including a majority of BTC students and employees. 
BTC student Bri Eaken shared, “I am honestly so happy that I was part of it. The 
speakers were absolutely fantastic, the emcees were funny and engaging, the 
tables looked very nice…I hope to attend the next event like this!”

VET TECH
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North Sound Accountable Community of Health (North Sound ACH) and the North Sound Local Impact Network provided 
a grant of $90,114 to fund the Bellingham Technical College Dental Hygiene program’s new student instrument kit loaner 
program.

The intent of this project is to reduce a financial barrier to the program and increase access by creating instrument loaner 
kits for all dental hygiene students. These kits will be checked out to students for the two-year duration of the program at 
no cost to the students. The total cost of the complete student kits will be reduced by more than 80%.

This grant will make a big difference to our community, our college and our students. 
We are grateful for North Sound ACH and LIN support of this project.

March Question: I was asked to find out if an item or service I want is available from a vendor who is certified as a small, diverse, 
or veteran-owned company. What does that mean?

Answer: This is a great question and a very important part of how BTC supports our local businesses. 

As a public institution, BTC is governed by federal, state, and local purchasing laws, rules, and regulations. Some of these pertain 
to purchasing from small, diverse, and veteran-owned businesses. While this guidance is something BTC has to follow, we also 
truly want to support these businesses and not just because we have to. Some of our students are potential employees of these 
businesses or will end up starting their own small business enterprise. 

Washington State has an Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises that assists minority and women-owned businesses 
to become certified as such, as well as provides support to these businesses. They also work with state agencies, including higher 
ed, to ensure our purchasing practices are equitable and inclusive. People can search their database for certified businesses who 
might provide the goods and services they are looking to purchase.

In addition, the Department of Enterprise Services now has a database people can search for statewide contracts with small, 
diverse, or veteran-owned businesses to provide the goods and services they are looking for. 

When researching your BTC purchases on Amazon Business Prime, you will note that there are messages that let you know if a 
business is local, small, veteran, minority, or women owned. You can even search specifically by these options on the left-side of 
the screen.

All of these are easy ways to find businesses in our state who you can help support when purchasing goods and services for your 
area. From the charcuterie board lunch from Yeah Baby Boards at the Women’s Equity Event on March 6 to the businesses of some 
of the presenters on the panel that day to the company who provides office supplies or computer equipment, there are so many 
businesses out there to look into when doing your research.

PROCURE TO PAY QUESTION OF THE MONTH
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We recently submitted two required ad hoc reports to the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU), our 
accrediting organization, addressing two of the seven Recommendations that BTC received in July 2022: 

•	 Recommendation 4. The Commission recommends that BTC differentiates the program learning outcomes for embedded 
certificates and Associate of Applied Science degrees to ensure appropriate breadth, depth, sequencing, and synthesis of learning. 
(NWCCU 2020 Standard 1.C.2)

•	 Recommendation 7. The Commission recommends that BTC regularly and systematically evaluate classified and exempt 
employees based on clearly communicated criteria. (NWCCU 2020 Standard 2.F.4)

BTC will report on the remaining 5 NWCCU Recommendations—which focus on external benchmarking and institutional 
assessment/evaluation—in September 2024.
